Blowing
For dust blowing, attach nozzie to blower
outlet, turning clockwise to lock it in place.

Dust suction
For dust suction, fit nozzle onto suction
inlet and dust bag (optional accessory) onto
blower outlet.

After the bag fills with dust, empty the
contents of the dust bag by releasing the
fastener.
